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The President’s Message  
Transitioning from a 20th, to a 21st Century Club  

Warning: This message contains graphic language some of you 
may find offensive. Well, ok, while there really isn’t any, but now that I have your 
attention, I would like to address a serious concern regarding the future of our club. 
We have all witnessed the difficulty we’ve experienced conducting activities such 
as the FFA Fair, Fitch Mt Footrace and Tree lot. While there are numerous factors 
that have influenced this trend, I think you would agree that two big ones are the 
fact we have lost members who contributed to these endeavors with the 
redistribution of the remaining workload becoming a burden to the rest of us. The 
second has been the lack of interest of members to fill these leadership voids as 
was recently illustrated when no one stepped up to serve as President-elect.  

As your current President, I will attest that these voids create a dilemma 
(some might say crisis) that will profoundly impact the way we do business as a 
club from this point forward. It also begs the question, what type of club do you 
wish to be a part of in the future?  If these trends remain unchanged, the club of 
2019 will have little resemblance to the club of 2015. Let me repeat that; if these 
trends remain unchanged, the club of 2019 will have little resemblance to the club 
of 2015. I emphasize this not to be threatening, but rather to be as transparent as 
possible as to the scope of this problem and hopefully create a sense of urgency 
amongst you that I also tried to do in my October and May columns. 
Representative of this is the vote we will be taking on Aug 8th as to whether we 
wish to continue operating the Christmas tree lot which you will read more about 
in this newsletter. 

Now that I (hopefully) have your attention, it is only fair that I also offer 
some solutions. 

First and foremost, if you have not served in a leadership role in the club, 
consider accepting one. While I personally understand the “intimidation factor” that 
would make you reluctance to do so, the resources and support provided make 
this easier that it appears. Roles you could contribute to include the Pancake 
Breakfast, Fitch Mt Footrace and the Christmas Tree lot. 

Second, work on bringing a new member into the club (I spoke to this 
very issue in May when I challenged each and every one of you to bring a friend, 
acquaintance or co-worker).  

Last but not least is to think about what we need to do to make what I see 
as a great 20th century club, relevant in 21st century. That includes reaching out to 
millennials and Latinos (who compose the majority of the up and coming in our 
changing “Berg”) and creating an environment that is appealing to them which may 
well include the following:   

• Fewer (and more casual) meetings 

• Meeting at times more conducive to their schedules 

• More social events 

• Increased use of Social Media to promote events and communicate 

amongst ourselves 

While I fully acknowledge the sensitivity of what I am suggesting and that 
some of these changes may upset the very foundation that attracted you to the 
club in the first place, the time for these questions is now. To that end, at our last 
Board meeting, I requested and received their support to begin such a discussion 
with our past and future Presidents to help chart this course and one of which you 
will soon hear more. In the meantime, please seriously consider stepping up and 
do not hesitate to speak to me if you have questions. Last October in my first 
column I used the quote from the Greek Philosopher Heraclitus that “The only 
constant is change itself”. Well that change has arrived and it is pounding on our 
door.

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Board of Directors Meeting 

Summarized from minutes by Liz Bippart 

 The following is a summary of actions taken 
and items discussed during the Board meeting for 
July 2017: 

Grants  

• The Alexander Valley Film Society requested 
$1,000 to help fund their Summer Film Camp for 
underserved students.  Although the Board 
expressed its support, the request was denied at 
this time due to our club’s unknown financial 
situation. 

Money Matters 

• Admin Fund – Fund balance - $1,527 as of 
6/30/17. 

• Project Fund – Balances: Tree Lot Reserve 
$38,317; Tree Lot Contingency $25,000; Bike 
Safety Fair $2,230; Scholarships, $8,122. 

President’s Report 

• Randy plans to meet in August with President 
Elect (Vern Losh) and the past four club 
presidents for a brainstorming session to 
address the future direction of our club. 

Other Business 

• Terri Kemp’s Installation Dinner will be August 
22nd. Pennylee Christensen will send invitations 
to all Kiwanis Clubs in our area. This is an 
exciting event because our club has not had a 
Lt. Governor in a long time. The price of dinner 
is $30 for members and their guests and $10 for 
Key Club members.  

• Brandt’s Beach Bar-b-que will be August 26th. All 
profits from the live and silent auctions are vital 
funds that float the Admin Fund that is depleted.  
There will be a cowboy theme, live music and 
hopefully a local celebrity chef in attendance. 
Patti is asking local restaurants to provide 
appetizers since Judy Everett will be out of town. 
Live auction items…really good ones…are being 
solicited in hopes of inspiring energetic bidding. 
Rich Thomas will purchase red and white wine 
from Clos de Bois winery.  

• The Bike Safety Fair to be held on September 
23rd is all falling into place. The City of 
Healdsburg, FD, PD, Safe Life Sonoma, Book 
Mobile, and several other organizations are 
anxious to take part in this event to benefit 
Healdsburg young people. 100 bike helmets with 
Kiwanis stickers have been purchased. Randy is 
working on locating a portable hydration station 
to save the use of bottled water. Randy has 
received a $2,000 grant from Kiwanis’ pediatric 

trauma prevention fund.  AT&T is sending a 
$4,000 check and will be in attendance with 
virtual reality goggles. This is an important day 
to save on your calendar.  

• Patti has been paid $14 per person for providing 
50 lunches at each day meeting. She has 
requested that the number be reduced to 45 
lunches as a way to save money for our club. 
When new members join we can choose to 
increase that number again. The Board 
approved Patti’s request. 

• Ron Puccioni has resigned from the club. 

 

Critical vote on continued Christmas 
tree lot operation 

 Members will be asked to vote on August 8 
on a very important issue: 

DO WE WANT TO CONTINUE WITH CHRISTMAS 
TREE LOT?????? 

 Our club’s operation of the Christmas tree 
lot has become very challenging for many reasons 
as outlined below. 

Cons: 

• We have no tree lot manager.  Rich Thomas, 
Denny Stead, Jerry Strong are not available. 

• We are short 3 day managers. Rich and Brian 
are not available. 

• We have 63 lot hours not covered by volunteers. 

• We no longer have Salvation Army volunteers. It 
will cost about $4,800 to hire day laborers to 
replace them. 

• If we find help to run the lot, we will experience 
costs that will reduce net profit from $45,000 to 
$25,000 

• The loss of $20,000 revenue can be made up by 
other fundraisers, but if it cannot, it will be 
necessary to reduce the amount of donations we 
give out. 

• We no longer have Ron Puccioni as our money 
handler and banker. 

• We no longer will be providing a service to our 
community. 

• Use of current lot location will cost 
approximately $25,000 this year for site 
improvements which will take many years to 
amortize 

Pro:  

• We continue to net $25,000 for goods & services 
to our community. 
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Voting will be in accordance with our club 
bylaws.
