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First Book Project Dictionary Distribution

The Healdsburg Kiwanis First Book Project was
completed the week before thanksgiving with the
distribution of a total of 186 dictionaries to every third
grader in local elementary schools including Fitch
Mountain Elementary, St. Johns, Alexander Valley, West
Side and the Healdsburg School. During the November
20 club meeting, Dennis Stead read several of the many
thank you letters received from the children. Here is one
of them:
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The cost to the project fund for dictionary purchase was
about $2800 or about $14 per book.

November Board of Directors Actions

The Healdsburg Kiwanis Board of Directors
approved dues payments considered a bid and tabled
two grant requests at the November 15 meeting.

The Board approved a $4,774 dues payment to
Kiwanis International plus a $3,080 dues payment to
Cal-Nev-Ha District for a total of $7,854. The Ki
payment is $62 times 77 members and the Cal-Nev-Ha

District payment is $40 times 77 members. The 77
member figure is Kiwanis International's data base for us
as of September 30, 2012.

A bid received for furnishing 60 “Donated By”
stickers for $162.75 was discussed. The bid was
accepted pending determination of the quantity of
stickers required. Fifty such stickers are needed now to
apply to the fifty stacking chairs the Club recently
purchased for the Healdsburg Boys & Girls Club. The
cost is $2.50 per sticker plus sales tax. These stickers
are "Peel Off" and contain the Kiwanis Club of
Healdsburg logo plus the phrase “Donated By
Healdsburg Kiwanis Club 2012”. We are trying to
determine whether the Laptop Computers we donated to
Healdsburg High School have these stickers on top of
the computers. If not, more stickers may have to be
ordered. The Laptop computers that we donated to
Healdsburg Junior High School do have these stickers
applied on top of the computers.

An oral Grant Request from North County
Realtors Association was tabled pending receipt of a
written grant request specifying the grant amount and
the purpose for which our grant money would be used.

A grant request from the Wheelchair Foundation
was tabled pending additional information regarding ratio
of Program Expenditures to Total Expenditures. We
may ask the Wheelchair Foundation, located in Danville,
CA, to provide a speaker re its activities.

Harry Jackson Receives “Go-Getter Award in
Appreciation for Work on the Newsletter
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November Speakers
General Andy Gross - Pentagon

General Andy Gross was the guest speaker at the
November 6 meeting. Andy spoke of his experiences
working at the Pentagon and presented some interesting
facts and figures about the building and what goes on
inside. The Pentagon is the
largest office building in the world
with 3.7 million square feet of floor
space and 284 restrooms for the
23,000 civilian and military staff.
He also explained the very
complex organization chart and
how the various Departments and
groups interact.

Chris Vanden, Heuval Healdsburg High School
principal

Healdsburg High School principal Chris Vanden
Heuval spoke at the November 13 noon meeting. Mr. V
expressed appreciation for our club’s past support for
the school's many needs. The District's demographics
have changed significantly in recent years. The student
body now stands at 660 students, down considerably
from a few years ago. About 44% are disadvantaged
and 52% are Latino.

He spoke of the many positive changes
occurring at the school including adjusting to new
technology and the challenges of how to find and use
information.

The CASA program that our club has supported
has been very successful. The students are now
building a small house that includes all the features of a
normal house, giving the students experience in
plumbing and wiring as well as carpentry and other
aspects of building construction.

Ben Taylor — Santa Rosa Symphony

During the November 20 meeting Santa Rosa Kiwanian
and Santa Rosa Symphony Board Member Creighton
White Introduced Ben Taylor of the Santa Rosa

Symphony. Both expressed appreciation for the club’s
support of the symphony’s youth programs. Mr. Taylor
started by saying that Iphones are great except for the
use of headphones which completely eliminate any
interaction. The Healdsburg program “It's Elementary”
takes an interactive approach in which the students get
the total experience of the symphony. The program
included concerts for youth, teacher workshops, listening
programs, and in-school performances.

Lorraine Plass —Veteran’s Legislation

Lorraine Plass a Healdsburg resident and
member of Sotoyomy Post 111 of the American Legion
and Past Post Commander was our November 27
speaker. Lorraine’s topic was recent legislation affecting
veterans. She is a veteran's advocate and spends a
large amount of time in Sacramento lobbying on behalf
of veterans. This past year 131 bills affecting veterans
were considered in the legislature and 78 have been
signed into law by Governor Brown. The bills range from
modifications to the GI bill to identifying veterans on
driver’s licenses.
